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Abstract: Ricci solitons are Riemannian structures which do not change 
their shape under Hamilton's Ricci flow. They are prototypical models for 
singularity formation of Ricci flow. In this talk we discuss elementary and 
intutive aspects of their geometry in low dimensions. 
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
